In 2005, AFRP spread our safety net of love even further 
and wider than in previous years. Our new adoption van, 
the Rescue Wagginô, took four volunteers to Tylertown, 
Mississippi to assist with the massive animal rescue 
and rehoming efforts of animals affected by Hurricane 
Katrina. They brought back eight cats and eight dogs. As 
of this writing, all eight cats have been adopted. Four of 
the dogs have been reunited with their owners and three 
others have been adopted. The outpouring of donations 
and support for this effort was a powerful testimony to our 
caring communities.

AFRP had several new outreach efforts in 2005. We were 
chosen by the Concours dôElegance as a benefitting 
charity in their raffle. Our new 2006 calendar promoting our 
cause was sponsored by local artists. And the Crossroads 
Shopping Village donated space for an adoption center 
for many months. All these have brought financial support, 
visibility, and increased adoptions to AFRP, helping us 
rescue more homeless animals than everðapproximately 
1,600 total for the year! 

It truly takes the entire animal loving community working 
together creatively to make a difference in the lives of 
animals, whether theyôre at our doorstep or beyond. AFRP 
is proud to be a part of this caring community where every 
life counts.
